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ABC FAMILY WANTS A SONG IN OUR HEARTS


-- Broadway-themed television isn't limited to "Smash." To ensure that viewers are ready for Sunday night's premiere of "Lovestruck: The Musical," ABC Family will be airing four nights of romantic comedy and melodrama. 


The warbling kicks off with the little-seen 2009 remake of "Fame" (8:30 p.m., TV-PG), starring Kelsey Grammer, Bebe Neuwirth, Debbie Allen and Megan Mullally. I must admit that this film passed me by when it was released. But it did not go without criticism. Many scribes complained that it lacked the grit and soul of director Alan Parker's 1980 original and presented a completely sanitized view of high school life. Now I know why it's being broadcast on ABC Family! 


Friday night, the network offers two 2010 romantic comedies, "When in Rome" and "You Again." Saturday night, it broadcasts the animated musical "Tangled."


-- Tales of war correspondents tend to be drenched in testosterone. The 2012 HBO movie "Hemingway & Gellhorn" put the emphasis on macho derring-do by writers of both genders. That is not the case with the documentary "Which Way Is the Frontline From Here? The Life and Time of Tim Hetherington" (8 p.m., HBO). 


Journalist Sebastian Junger, the author of "The Perfect Storm," pays tribute to photojournalist Hetherington, who was his collaborator on the 2010 Afghanistan war documentary "Restrepo," and who lost his life in Libya in 2011. "Life and Time" emphasizes the photographer's warm, engaging nature and his habit of becoming personally involved with his subjects in order to better understand them and convey their stories. 


He saw war coverage not only as a means of reporting dire news, but as a way of exploring human nature and celebrating the actions of people who often behaved at their best and noblest under the worst conditions.
